The award will be given to a maximum of three organizations.

€ Selection Criteria

The award winner will be selected on the basis of the following criteria.

v" The project has a vision of local community, and practices education and learning ESD in
cooperation and collaboration with various stakeholders (individuals and organizations) to
realize a sustainable society.

v" The project addresses the dimensions of sustainable development (society, economy, and
environment) in an integrated way.

v" The project has a structure which promotes involvement, cooperation and collaboration
among the stakeholders (individuals and organizations) to conduct ESD activities
continuously.

v" The project will be a model to other communities, and contribute to disseminating ESD.

v' The project is expected to be conducted continuously and has potential for growth.

& Selection Process

The project will be assessed by a jury consisting of ESD experts.

Award winners will be invited to the Award Ceremony on December 13 in Okayama, Japan, and
requested to give a presentation on the project.
