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When calling the fire department (119), remain calm.
Tell the officer (1) there is a fire, (2) where it is

(T\(address or some landmarks), and (3) what is on fire.

The “119”call to the fire department is a free call.

In order to remain calm when you make the call, keep
a note near your telephone, of your name, address and
the names of some recognizable buildings, etc. near
your residence.
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[t may be necessary for the fire department to call you
back to check the location or circumstances, so after

(3lyou have contacted the fire department, do not switch

off the phone and remain at the scene.
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In cases that injuries or illness are minor enough for
patients to go to hospital by themselves, use a taxi or
car, etc. to get to hospital or a clinic.

When you call the fire department (119), Tell the offi—
cer calmly (1)it is an emergency, (2)what the patient’s
condition is like, (3)your location (address or some
landmarks), (4)your full name, and (5}the phone number
from which you are calling.

On hearing an ambulance siren, come out to lead the
ambulance to the patient.
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A lot of earthquakes happen in Japan. What we
learned from the Great Hanshin—Awaji Earthquake,
which destroyed a lot of precious lives and property in
a moment in 1995, should be applied to the future.
Prepare for earthquakes in order to minimize damage
whenever and wherever earthquakes happen.

Try to get information from TV, radio or the Disaster
Information Service.

If you are driving, avoid braking suddenly. Reduce your
speed slowly, move over to the left shoulder of the

road, and stop.
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Take part in a Fire-drill
